POLICY MEMORANDUM FOR ARMY GARRISON-SELFRIDGE AND TENANTS 

SUBJECT: Base Access For Morale, Welfare, And Recreation (MWR) Facilities

1.  Background: Base access may be granted for special events such as golf outings, golf leagues, weddings, et cetera, if an authorized patron sponsors the event.  Authorized patrons are defined by AR 215-1 page 19, AFI 31-101, and by a valid DOD/Federal Identification Card, or a Selfridge Air National Guard Base Community Council Pass.

2.  Purpose: Define specific procedures to manage access security at Selfridge Air National Guard Base IAW AFI 31-101, AR 215-01, local Commanders’ discretion and joint force protection considerations.  
3.  Applicability: Base access availability during FPCON Alpha and Bravo: Smaller event groups of 40 or less require a daily pass and verification of sponsorship status.  Larger groups of 41 or more are spared the daily pass, but are required to have their vehicle license numbers recorded at the main gate.  During FPCON Charlie: Only individuals possessing valid DoD Identification cards have automatic base access.  Sponsors must coordinate for guests to be accompanied by a DoD cardholder in the same vehicle.  Each adult in the vehicle must present a valid picture identification card to security forces.  All patrons should be prepared for random vehicle searches.  During FPCON Delta: Only essential DoD personnel are granted base access. 

4.  References: AFI 31-101 and Army Regulation 215-1, 25 October 1998, Page 19, Table 6-1 (MWR Patronage Authorizations) U.S. DoD APF/NAF civilian employees and retired civilian employees and families in the U.S. have unlimited use of MWR facilities, but must adhere to applicable security requirements.
5.  Procedure: Business Managers for the Director of Community Activities (DCA) will provide a base access request list to the 127th Wing/Security Forces Squadron.  The list must include name and rank of the sponsor, name(s) of the person(s) being sponsored, dates and times of the event and provided to the 127th SFS office, building #305, no later than 72 hours prior to the event.  The DCA will maintain these signed documents for a period of one year in the Business Activity that generates the request.  Issuance of this pass does not authorize guest access to the installation nor any facility other than designated.  During FPCON CHARLIE, each sponsored guest must remain with his or her authorized patron.  Managers must ensure widest dissemination of this policy.  A violation of this policy is subject to the possible revocation of the sponsor’s privileges and, or disciplinary action for culpable Business Managers.
